Dear Parents/Guardians 

EUROPE MUSIC TOUR 2027 

The St Margaret’s Music Department is very excited to offer students the opportunity to participate in a Music 
Tour to Europe in 2027.  The proposed tour would travel to Munich, Salzburg, Ljubljana, Graz and culminate 
with the Summa Cum Laude Music Festival held in Vienna. This festival brings student musicians from 
around the world to perform together in some of Vienna’s most spectacular music venues including the 
Musikverein where the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra is based and St Stephen’s Cathedral where some of 
the world’s most famous composers have performed including Haydn, Mozart and Beethoven. 

The tour will be open to students in Chamber Strings, Exultate and Sister Helen Wind Symphony (if your 
daughter is currently not in one of the listed ensembles, she is more than welcome to talk with her respective 
conductor to discuss potential eligibility for 2027 ensemble inclusion). These kinds of tours provide unique 
opportunities to students where they perform together in stunning venues with great historical value and 
where they create very special bonds with each other through these shared experiences. An experience such 
as this can be life changing, and we would love to have as many students as possible involved. 

Travel: The departure date for the tour is Wednesday 23 June 2027, returning to Brisbane on Thursday 8 
July 2027. We are working with WorldStrides (www.worldstrides.com.au)to organise the specifics of the
tour (draft itinerary attached). This company has vast experience organising tours for schools.  

Payment: Final costs are still to be confirmed and will be dependent on final numbers committing to the 
tour. As an approximation, the provisional cost provided to us by WorldStrides is $11,500. To secure a place 
on the tour, an initial deposit of $1,000 is required. Deposit payments can be made via Parent Lounge. 
Please note the deposit is fully refundable if insufficient numbers commit to the tour. To confirm your 
daughter’s involvement, payment needs to be made by Friday 24 July 2026.  

There will be an information session on Thursday 11 June in The Loft at 6pm to provide further details. We 
invite all interested parents and students from Exultate, Chamber Strings and Sister Helen Wind Symphony, 
and potential students for 2027 for these ensembles, to attend. This will be an opportunity for parents and 
students to ask questions and find out more specifics as to how the tour will operate, along with the 
proposed payment schedule. If parents cannot attend this session but would like to receive additional 
information, please email music@stmargarets.qld.edu.au and we can forward the presentation post 
meeting.
