Evening Performance 
The performance will begin at 7:00pm with refreshments available prior to the concert from 6:00pm. 
 

Performance Uniform 
Girls are asked to be in their full school uniform for the rehearsals. For the evening’s performance, Secondary students 
are required to wear their respective performance uniform, and Primary students are required to wear their white church 
dress if in Chorale, or performance uniform if in a Secondary music ensemble. (If Primary girls are in both Primary and 
Secondary ensembles, they will need to check with their conductor in advance as to which uniform to arrive in.) Please 
note performers should be at the Cathedral by 6:15pm for a 7:00pm start.

Tickets may be purchased online via Flexischools (www.flexischools.com.au). The cost for an adult ticket is $25 with 
students/children free. eTickets will be provided via Flexischools at point of purchase. Please print your ticket or 
download on an electronic device (e.g. phone) to present upon entrance at the concert. Tickets may also be purchased 
at the door.

Parking is available at Secure Parking in Cathedral Square, 410 Ann Street directly across the road from St John’s 
Cathedral.

The Music Support Group kindly provide refreshments at the event. Drinks are made available at a small cost and 
complimentary canapes are provided with each drink purchased.
